Workshop Title:__ Improving Transitions of Care through Family Caregiver Partnership

Older adults are sent home or from one care location to the next quicker and sicker.  As a result, family caregivers assume more responsibility for care and care coordination.   It has been estimated that 80% of care coordination is provided by families yet they are not included as partners in care.  To improve family readiness for transitions of care fourteen teams from western and central New York are participating in a collaborative to improve care and to improve care partnerships with family caregivers. These teams are introducing the Next Step in Care family caregiver resources developed by the United Hospital Fund.  Most of the teams are engaging patients and families using transition coaches and the Care Transitions Intervention developed by Dr. Eric Coleman of the University of Colorado Health Sciences Center.  A select group of teams are working directly with families to prepare them for the next transition.  Preliminary results from the first year of the project will be shared to show how use of a transition coach to work with older adults and their caregivers and the use of materials from NSIC can make a difference in caregiver preparedness and confidence.  Improved caregiver preparedness is expected to reduce unnecessary transitions to hospitals and institutional care. 
Through an interactive workshop, participants will learn how to assess family caregiver needs and provide the appropriate guides and tools from United Hospital Fund's Next Step in Care to prepare them to be active partners in care.
