Workshop Title:  Kinship Care – Looking Ahead and Moving Forward

This presentation is designed to take a look at kinship care at the present time and discuss the role that kinship care is expected to take in the foreseeable future.   The presentation will begin with an overview of current efforts to address kinship care through a series of community-based supportive programs funded through the Office of Children and Family Services.  In addition, the current role of the Kinship Navigator Program will be discussed as a tool to assist caregiver families statewide.

However, a number of statewide initiatives, national legislation, and local priorities continue to fuel the use of kinship care as a placement alternative to foster care and will shape its future.   The impact of subsidized guardianship, stronger coordination with Area Agencies on Aging, increased efforts in finding extended families as a placement option, attempts to reduce placement costs and the national impetus to reduce disproportionality in the child welfare system are several areas that will be discussed in the context of kinship caregiving.
